The 21" Dokkyo International Forum has chosen as its theme “Beyond Tourism® to commemorate the establishment of the
Department of Tourism and Transnational Studies in the university in April this year. The forum begins on November 14, with a special
lecture by Mr. Hiromi Tagawa, President and CEO of JTB Corp., entitled “Aiming for the New Travel Industry that Creates Cultural
Exchange Business”. On November 15, issues that stretch beyond tourism will be addressed in keynote lectures by Emeritus Professor
Dean MacCannell of California University and University Professor Barbara Kirshenblatt-Gimblett of New York University, as well as
by a two-part panel discussion with participation by researchers from Japan and abroad.

With the advancement of high-speed mass transportation and information technology, tourism has developed into a major industry
that supports the global economy. Without traveling, 1t i1s now extremely difficult for many people to conduct their daily lives. Forms of
travel have become as diversified as going on a casual week-end leisure trip, to going abroad for study and business, to participation in
international functions, to visiting relatives and friends overseas, to retirement in a different country, and to migration. Tourism
inevitably involves the notions of mobility and displacement. It 1s changing the image of the world as cultures which were sometimes
thought as bounded and inherent to states, regions, and ethnicities, are now on the move, hybridizing and transforming themselves with
the movement of people.

This forum focuses on memories that people weave through travel, connections that they forge with places and people, and the effect
that this has on their identities. Memory, together with the sense of place and identity, wavers as time goes by. It is not a fixed, but
rather a fluid entity, that, in a sense, could be said to be performed. In this forum, along with scholars from disciplines such as

anthropology, geography, sociology, and performance studies, we will engage in constructive discussion of the concept “beyond tourism’.
